1)  Fixed browser problem on Ibook #1.  (Disabled Network Proxy)

2)  Fixed DallasPartialInsert error on IMac. (Firmly reconnected speakers to computer)

3)  Properly reconnected cables to DSL modem to fix Internet problem. (port labeled DSL goes to wall jack. any port labeled 1 through 4 goes to Linksys port labeled WAN)

4)  Troubleshoot Application Folder problem on PowerMac G4 (somehow all items were previously moved by client into a subfolder called "applications").  Per Apple support, the system would need to be reloaded with archive option to fix this problem (see email).

5)  Set PowerMac to static IP (being used as a file server).  192.168.1.5

6)  Set Xerox copier/printer to static IP per Xerox support. 192.168.1.10  (Access code is #22222 Print Setup Protocol Setup)  Cycle power on Xerox to resolve network fault error.  HP 3500 using USB Jetdirect to connect to network.

7)  Connect all four Apple computers to both printers using Appletalk protocol. (Applications/Utilities/Printer Setup Utility/Add Printer/Appletalk)

XRX_0000AA6B3CE5 and HP_Color_Laserjet_3500 
(3500 is connected to a USB Jetdirect EN3700 print server)
8)  Connect two Windows computers to both printers using TCP/IP Printing (download drivers for HP 3500).

HP 3500: NPIF9B402 Raw 9100

9)   Configure wi-fi usb adapter on windows desktop for WEP to Linksys router (192.168.1.1 with password of regg10).

SSID: regg10 WEP 64 bit Key: 6632663266 (FYI, for Airport Cards enter password as $6632663266)
10)  Connect all Apple computers to personal file share on PowerMac (WORKGROUP).  Save login to keychain.  Finder | Go | Server | afp://192.168.1.5 (Daniel Ritchey’s Computer) or \\192.168.1.5\danielritchey
11)  Troubleshoot certain graphic printing errors to Xerox from Ibook #2.  Contact Xerox - this is a problem with postscript printing and the size/type of the graphic - nothing can be done, except to change graphic size/type or print to the 3500.  

12)  Reconfigure office network location for Ibook #2 and reactivate Appletalk to allow printing.

13)  Test all - good.
